There were
few hearings being held, no large groups to compete
with and all of the legislators were in Springfield
ahead of their Tuesday afternoon legislative ses-
sions.




Well, I am done planting corn so now I'm hoping for
warm and wet weather. Unfortunately most of what
we are getting in my part of the state is warm and dry
weather. | have noticed that we have had quite a bit
of wind erosion this spring and | think it is due to
more clean tilled ground than we have had in past
years. I’'m not sure why no-till seems to be practiced
less and less but it appears to be the case. Maybe
we've had too much good weather for recreational
field work.

With the record warmth we've had corn planting
started mid-March (still winter) in central Illinois and
have reached a very high percentage of completion.
Even with the early completion for most of the area,
there are fields that have not seen a planter yet be-
cause of the lack of moisture. | can’t remember
when we’'ve had such temperature swings and such
dry conditions at this time of the year. It is starting
out to be a very unusual year.

The record cold in early April froze some of the earli-
er corn that had emerged late in March. It remains to
be seen if the corn has been damaged to the point
that it will have to be replanted but at the very least, it
has been set back several days. | have heard that
several central lllinois vineyards have also been
damaged; some severely.

| should probably talk a little about the gaming bill
since we are counting on it as the most likely means
of funding the SWCDs for the foreseeable future. The
AISWCD office sent an e-mail to all of the SWCDs
several weeks ago asking for contact information for
someone who would be able to receive information
provided by the lllinois Harness Horseman’s Associa-
tion and use it to provide information to legislators
who have been less than supportive of the gaming
bil. We have heard from a little over 2/3 of the
SWCDs but would still like to hear from the rest. The
Association did not ask to be added to the gaming bill
but since we are in it for more money than we have
ever been able to generate from general revenue
sources we feel like we need to support it. We have
had two other sources of funds that we have pro-
posed in the last six years we have been fighting for
funding and both were taken from us and used for
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something and someone else. We simply have not
been able to make enough noise to get people’s at-
tention at the Capitol. We had hoped to do just that
on March 27™. A resolution passed last year and the
strategic plan both called for the AISWCD to sponsor
a legislative day. On March 27" we held the SWCD
Legislative Day event. Unfortunately other than Lon-
nie Wilson and me, only two other elected directors
attended. We were pleased that about twenty-three
employees decided to take a day of their own time
and come to represent the SWCDs.

Since holding the legislative day was a resolution
supported by the membership at last year's Annual
Meeting, we need to know how to get participation.
Twenty-five people out of a possible 600 or more is
not making a very loud noise for the SWCDs at the
Capitol. Since we had the support of the full voting
body at the Annual Meeting we had hoped to have
more directors make a commitment to follow through
by attending at the event to provide a lot larger turn-
out. There is only so much that | and your Legisla-
tive Chair can do. Each of us has one Senator and
one representative that we can vote for. That doesn’t
give us much authority with the other 173 legislators.

I do wish to thank those who did come. They did a
lot of work going from office to office to leave infor-
mational materials but having someone from the leg-
islator’s district stopping by to talk to them carries a
lot more weight than talking to someone who can't
vote for them.

We believe that gaming bill will re-appear within the
next few weeks and we will continue to monitor the
activity and let you know what is going on to the best
of our ability. We hope that you will continue to read
the information that comes from the Springfield office
and to act when asked to do so. | know it is in the
midst of planting season for many of you but we are
early enough this year and the nature of the legisla-
tion is so critical to the continued survival of the
SWCDs that we hope you will be willing to take the
short time needed to take action when the time ar-

rives.

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Happy summer...uh spring... uh summer...uh what-
ever. With 90 degree daytime temperatures in
March and freezing nights in April it is kind of hard
to tell what season it is. What | do know for certain
is that the flowers and trees have bloomed like it
was spring and my lawn is growing like it was early
summer. The early warm weather has really stirred
up a lot of farmers as well. | have seen more fields
planted in mid-March than | usually see by mid-April
in most years. | can only hope we don't get a killing
frost after the corn‘s growing point has reached the
surface. Those who planted too early will not be
able to collect on their crop insurance for replanting
costs.

Another “victim” of the warm weather seems to be
last fall's residue or at least what little was left from
last fall. The warm weather and the hesitancy to
plant too early have allowed a lot of producers to
work their fields in preparation for planting. | have
seen few fields that are going into no-till corn this
spring. I'm not sure if that is a statewide problem or
one that is limited to the central part of the state
where we have had little rain and conditions have,
for the most part, been good for field work since
harvest was completed last fall.

My fears are that we may eventually enter a wet
period like we've had the last three years. With the
ground worked to a powder and no residue to pro-
tect it from the rain, we may see excessive amounts
of erosion later in the year. Unfortunately, that will
give the people who want to regulate Agriculture a
lot more ammunition.

The problem is not just erosion. Along with the lost
soil come the nutrients and water quality degrada-
tion from excess nutrients may eventually lead to
Chesapeake Bay type actions by lllinois or USEPA.
The limitations placed on agriculture in the Chesa-
peake Bay area have been so difficult to meet and
have damaged the agricultural industry in the states
contributing to the Bay so much that congress final-
ly had to get involved to slow, and in some cases
stop USEPA enforcement actions. It is my hope
that we will be able to continue to work with produc-
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ers to keep nutrients out of the waters so that noth-
ing like that will ever happen here.

Switching to another topic not related to weather, |
expect the gaming bill to be brought forth in some
fashion shortly after the General Assembly returns
from their Easter break April 17". An article in the
Springfield Paper over the Easter weekend reported
on a conversation with Representative Lou Lang,
the House sponsor for the gaming bills that have
been brought forth to-date. In the article, Repre-
sentative Lang stated that the group currently nego-
tiating with the Governor and representatives of the
casinos, horse racing industry and other interests is
not moving as fast as had been hoped. Repre-
sentative Lang also stated that if the group cannot
reach consensus on proposed legislation that will
appease the Governor and still meet the needs of
the gaming industry then he may resort to further
tweaking SB1849 or simply sending SB744 to the
Governor and working during next fall's veto ses-
sion to override any of the Governor's actions on
the whole bill or parts of the bill he has threatened
to veto.

For those of you interested, | came upon an inter-
esting article in the April 11, 2012 edition of the
Southtown Star newspaper which serves Chicago’s
southern suburbs. You can read it here. Mr. Kad-
ner makes some valid points in taking Governor
Quinn to task for closing needed state facilities
while promising to veto legislation that could help
save those same facilities. Maybe we should copy
the article and send it to the Governors’ Office with
a reminder that Governor Quinn ran for office on the
promise that he would work for all of the citizens of
lllinois.

The meet-
ings are scheduled for April 19th at 10am and 1pm in Normal, IL at the McLean County SWCD office. | look for-
ward to meeting all parties involved in the IUM update process.

-PDSWRS Work Group-

| am excited to tell you about the new Work Group, formed out of the 319 Grant funded by the IEPA, called Post
Development Stormwater Runoff Standards (PDSWRS). This group met for its first of 12 meetings on March 29 at
IEPA in Springfield, IL. The group is comprised of a well-rounded selection of professionals within environmental,
policy, government and non-profit affiliations.

Let me just take a minute to include an overview of PDSWRS work group. The by- invitation-only work group is in
place to develop recommendations for stormwater runoff standards for post development landscapes throughout
Illinois. The work group will put forth a total of one to four recommendation(s) regarding the stormwater perfor-
mance standards for the State of Illinois as well as additional and separate standards which apply to lllinois De-
partment of Transportation and/or lllinois Toll Authority to lllinois EPA. The lllinois EPA will then decide which
stormwater runoff standards to incorporate as part of the NPDES permit process to improve the quality of storm-
water runoff thus improving the overall quality of water throughout the state of lllinois.

The work group has some great ideas and is going to be very interactive. The group is comprised of a great bunch
of individuals from various backgrounds and that will aid in developing the best possible stormwater runoff stand-
ard recommendations. During our first meeting the group was presented with information by two great presenta-
tions; one presentation was given by Bob Newport of US EPA. The presentation depicted best management prac-
tices that could be used to prevent a high percentage of runoff in post developed regions. The second presenta-
tion was given by Ryan Wilson of the Center for Neighborhood Technology (CNT). The presentation illustrated the
stormwater runoff practices already set-forth in nearby states to prevent an excessive percentage of stormwater
runoff occurring in post-developed areas. Both presentations can be found on the PDSWRS Work Group website,
link is listed below.

The work group will meet every month from March 2012 to March 2013 in efforts to develop the needed recom-
mendations.

The theme for the 2012 Administrative Professionals Day® is: “Admins, the pulse of the office.” Administrative Pro-
fessionals Day will mark its 60th anniversary on April 25, 2012. Over those decades, the job of an administrative profes-
sional has changed dramatically thanks to new tools, techniques and seismic shifts in the economy and culture itself.
But admins have remained the steady center of efficiency through it all, helping ensure that jobs get done right, on time
and under budget. Admins are one of the engines of business, particularly in a complex economy. In a world that de-
mands the accurate and speedy movement of digital information, admins are masters of data. And they do this while

maintaining their more traditional role as the gatekeepers for many customers, clients and employees. Quite simply,
admins are the pulse of the office.

About Administrative Professionals Week
Since 1952, the International Association of Administrative Professionals has honored office workers by sponsoring Ad-

ministrative Professionals Week. Today, it is one of the largest workplace observances outside of employee birthdays
and major holidays.

In the year 2000, IAAP announced a name change for Professional Secretaries Week and Professional Secretaries
Day. The names were changed to Administrative Professionals Week and Administrative Professionals Day to keep
pace with changing job titles and expanding responsibilities of today’s administrative workforce.

Over the years, Administrative Professionals Week has become one of the largest workplace observances. The event is celebrated

worldwide, bringing together millions of people for community events, educational seminars and individual corporate activities recog-
nizing support staff.

Today, there are more than 4.1 million secretaries and administrative assistants working in the United States, according to U.S. De-
partment of Labor statistics, and 8.9 million people working in various administrative support roles. More than 475,000 administrative
professionals are employed in Canada. Millions more administrative professionals work in offices all over the world.

APW is always the last full week in April. In 2012, Administrative Professionals Week is April 22-28, and Administrative Professionals
Day is Wednesday, April 25.
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If you are a student of the Greek language, you are familiar with the term ephemeros which basically means
lasting one day. Transitory objects - here today and gone tomorrow. In nature, many things are ephemeral;
in April the term is most generally applied to fragile wildflowers.

In Lee County, and in certain counties that had a high percentage of prairie habitat pre-settlement, there are
a few remnant groves of bur oaks. These savanna-type ecosystems evolved through decades of naturally-
ignited fire. The rough and tough bark of the bur oak withstands normal fire, and drought, and our usually
bitter winter weather. In other words, bur oaks are native and well-suited to our area of lllinois and the Mid-
west. The open-grown oak groves were literally carpeted with spring wildflowers. In some cases, we are for-
tunate that this remains to be the fact.

The past few human generations have grown up with the §&3
mental idea that a woodland is a brushy, somewhat im- §
passable area. Since well-meaning people - yes, even nat- %8
ural resource professionals like us! - suggested and pro-
moted planting non-native honeysuckle in the 1950-60 era
as wildlife habitat, our woodlands have been smothered £
with an onslaught of aggressive and brash honeysuckle. _
Where once you could walk unimpeded through a wood- & g%
land, staring in awe at gigantic oaks, you now thrash = 8
through a maze of honeysuckle. The truly unfortunate i 4
thing is that the honeysuckle eventually replaced the forest
floor component of spring ephemerals - those lovely and
singularly special lady slipper orchids, Dutchman's breech-
es, trilliums, blood root, spring beauties, jack-in-the-pulpit and Jacob's ladder plants. And these are but a
smattering of the diversity of wildflowers once covering every inch of the woodlands in our state.

In a biological sense, the wild-
flowers take advantage of the leafless state of the trees;
the flowers absorb every drop of sunshine that shines

are locked away, safely underground, growing strong

As with any rare and lovely object, its very ephmeralism adds to its allure. It's hard to imagine but possibly if
we had rows of ruby-red trilliums blooming 365 days a year, we would become immune to their beauty. But
don't take a chance - take a woodland walk through the spring ephemerals of lllinois — today!
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2012 Session/Fiscal Year 2013 budget
Our focus in recent weeks has been on next year’'s budget. The Governor's recommendation for fiscal year
2013, which begins on July 1, would keep soil and water conservation funding at an essentially flat level

In order to save the state’s general revenue funds (GRF), funding for the districts would become more reliant
on the Partners for Conservation Fund (PFC). The shift is almost equal, but amounts to a reduction of
$23,200.

We have been talking to key legislators involved in the budget process to convince them that continued fund-
ing at these levels jeopardizes soil and water conservation. They in turn have advised us that we need to
demonstrate what services will be diminished or eliminated if SWCDs function at reduced levels. We will be
attempting to provide that information and continue to talk to legislators in the coming weeks until the budget
is passed — probably at the end of May.

We need you to talk to your legislators in their districts about funding for SWCDs. As state govern-
ment continues to go through budget cutting, your legislators need to know the effects of their ac-
tions on soil and water conservation.

Gaming Legislation

Gaming talks continue. Recently the Senate President renewed his call for the gaming bill and cited the
state’s need to recoup the spending by lllinois consumers that now goes to casinos and related businesses
just across our borders in Indiana and Wisconsin. Moreover, the state’s fiscal mess can be improved by allo-
cating gaming revenues to budget shortfalls (like SWCDs). We continue to be involved in the discussions.
The possibility remains for a vote on a gaming bill later this spring.

Here once again is the list of Ag items that remain in the gaming bill.

SWCDs. We believe the funding is as secure as it can be legislatively. The funds will be appropriated annual-
ly if our legislative supporter sticks with us.

Other Legislation
We are following a few other bills as well, some of which are doing better than others.

FOIA training. HB5315 (Rep. Jason Barickman, R-Champaign Co.) enables a director of a soil and water
conservation district to satisfy the training requirements of the Freedom of Information Act through an alter-
native training provided by the AISWCD. This bill passed the House and will now be considered by the Sen-
ate.

Fertilizer use. HB5539 (Rep. Lisa Dugan, D-Kankakee Co.) & SB3436 (Sen. Mike Frerichs, D-
Champaign Co.) are identical bills that re-write the lllinois Fertilizer Act of 1961. The bill, which was pro-
posed by the fertilizer industry, raises some fees and establishes a new Nutrient Research and Education
Council (NREC) for the purpose of pursuing nutrient research and providing educational programs to ensure
the adoption and implementation of practices that optimize nutrient use efficiency, ensure soil fertility, and
address environmental concerns with regard to fertilizer use. We expect that some of those fees will be used
to fund SWCDs involvement in assuring that optimal practices are used. HB 5539 passed the House and
now will be considered by the Senate.

Prevailing wage. HB5366 (Rep. David Reis, R-Jasper Co.) would exempt conservation projects or practic-
es on private land from the prevailing wage requirements. That bill was not heard in committee as the com-
mittee chairman announced that only agreed bills would be considered. We are trying to work out an agree-
ment to remove the opposition of organized labor in order to effect some relief for SWCDs.
