The LaMotte Creek Watershed Planning Committes is a seven person board selected to serve and governed by the
Crawford County Soil & Water Conservation District.

Resource concerns were grouped into related categories and
strategies developed to address the problems presented. Those solutions that were determined to be economical and
feasible, have been and are being implemented.
