The 17th annual Illinois Envirothon was 
held May 1st and 2nd at the Allerton 4-H 
Memorial Campground near Monticello, 
Illinois. 
 
Sixteen teams from throughout the state 
competed for the opportunity to represent 
Illinois at the North American Envirothon 
that will be held at Montana State 
University at Bozeman, MT, August 4 - 9, 
2013. 
 
Illinois’ representative for 2013 is Triad 
High School, Troy, IL located in south-
central Madison County. 
 
To prepare for the state competition, Triad 
students combined classroom learning with 
hands-on field experiences focusing on five 
major topics - Aquatics, Forestry, Soils, 
Wildlife and a Current Environmental Issue. 
  
During the state competition the sixteen five
-member teams rotated through five 
outdoor testing stations, where their 
knowledge was evaluated and scored 
through written examination. Additionally, 
the competition included an oral 
presentation component that challenged 
students to effectively apply and 
communicate a solution to a complex 
environmental issue. This year the 
Environmental issue was “Sustainable 
Rangeland Management: Achieving a 
balance between Traditional Agricultural 
Uses with Non-Agricultural uses on 
Montana Rangelands”, a difficult topic for 
students who have not been exposed to 
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rangeland practices.  Even so, the Triad team 
did very well, and we wish them continued 
success in Bozeman. 
 
To earn a spot at the Illinois Envirothon each 
of the sixteen teams competed at a local  
event organized by the SWCDs and Land 
Use Councils (LUCs), in conjunction with 
partnership organizations and educators.  
These local events occur in late March to mid 
April and reach between 1,700 - 2,200 
students. The highest scoring team from 
each of the 16 LUCs (each council is made 
up of 5-8 SWCDs) advances to the state 
competition  in May.  
 
The mission of the Envirothon program is to: 
 - enhance students’ critical thinking and 
problem solving skills. 
 - allow students to expand their knowledge 
concerning current environmental issues, and 
explain the impact individual actions can 
have on various environmental resources. 
 - help students become tomorrow’s leaders, 
workers, and consumers who will make 
informed decisions regarding their actions 
and  the potential impacts to our natural 
resources. 
 - give students valuable exposure to careers 
in environmental science and natural 
resource management. 
 - teach students to become environmentally 
aware, action-oriented adults.
